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Summary of Results 
Thank you to the NFAs and individual members who contributed suggestions of issues/subjects/ areas of concern that you believe need to be addressed in the next triennial Programme for Action.  Most respondents listed them in order of importance and some gave suggestions about how they might be addressed.

Overall the responses fell into three categories:

1. Education
2. Financial Independence
3. Empowerment of Women
The Education responses included ten separate suggestions associated with access and affordability of education, eight separate suggestions for higher education, while five NFAs identified the importance of nine different specific education topics.  Six NFAs identified four different issues under education for sustainable development.

The Financial Independence responses included concerns about the impact of the financial crisis on women’s employment, pay gaps and costs of education.  Education about financial independence was identified and the ability for women to be able to contribute to the economic growth of a country was seen to be significant by four NFAs.  Pay equity and the gender wealth gap were also highlighted by three other NFAs.

The Empowerment of Women response incorporated a number of issues, including five suggestions regarding women’s leadership, and a further five involving issues of security, the law, communication and human rights.  In this category there were also references to the Millennium Development Goals.

An over-riding comment, strongly made by four NFAs, was that the provision of affordable, quality education is critical in leading to opportunities for career advancement for women; for lifting women out of poverty and enabling them to become financially independent.  An associated statement was that ‘without education and health there can be no economic prosperity’.
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
