For Phase 2 of the consultation process the Status of Women Committee invites members from all categories of membership, to share your knowledge and experience about actions you, your branch, or NFA have taken or been involved in, by applying the question in bold below to whatever issue or topic you have experience with. The discussion will be arranged in three sessions and take place over four weeks.  Ten days will be allowed for each session.

Questions

What action can you, your Branch, or NFA suggest that will address the needs of one or more of the issues below, and that applies in your situation? 
1. How can we ensure that the laws and regulations that require the provision of compulsory, government-funded education for all children are implemented?
2. How can we promote the provision of lifelong education opportunities so that girls and women can become and remain productive members of society?
3. How can you promote the provision of clear, achievable career pathways for women, including in higher education institutions and in the professions? 
4. What can be done to create a society that recognizes and values the contributions made by women both in the workplace and as mothers in the home, and provides the sorts of help they need to do this, such as childcare?
5. What sorts of programmes can be introduced through the curriculum or as an extra-curricular activity so that students can explore aspects of sustainability like peace, cultural diversity, environmental protection, cooperation, and democracy? 
6. What proactive steps can you, your branch, or NFA suggest that might address:

a. The need for literacy?

b. Sexual/reproductive health/HIV/AIDS?

c. Environmental conservation?

d. The need for professional development of teachers?

e. Lifelong learning for older women?

f. The provision of a supportive and caring learning environment and resources for learning?
