RECON has established an online working
paper series for the publication of pre-print
manuscripts on democracy and the democra-
tisation of the political order in Europe.

The working paper series is interdisciplinary in charac-
ter, but is especially aimed at political science, political
theory, sociology, and law. It publishes work of theoreti-
cal, conceptual as well as of empirical character, and it
also encourages submissions of policy-relevant analyses,
including specific policy recommendations. The focus is
on the study of democracy within the multilevel configu-
ration that makes up the EU.

The series publishes work from the researchers involved
in the project, but it is also open to submissions from
other researchers working within the fields covered by

RECON.

The first three papers in the series have been published.
The first paper ‘Europe in Transformation’, by Erik O.
Eriksen and John Erik Fossum is the framework paper
for the RECON project. The second paper, by James Boh-
man offers a theory of democratisation for transnational
polities. In the third paper, Christian Joerges claims that
international trade law remains thin, and that it does not
provide a framework for ensuring democratic legitimacy.

This report focuses on the prospects for a viable European public sphere (or spheres), and takes

stock of the status of the EU as a rights-based post-national Union by examining the nature and

character of European civil society.

RECON seeks new partners

From mid-2008 RECON will include
two more partner institutions in its con-
sortium. The new partners will in partic-
ular be asked to contribute to the research
within the research fields representation
and institutional make-up and the politi-
cal economy of the EU.

RECON has set aside a budget for two new part-
ner institutions to participate from July 2008
through 2011. Full call texts will be published in
November 2007, whereas the deadline for appli-
cation will be mid-January 2008.

Representation and Institutional Make-up
One new partner will be asked to make a research
proposal which complements existing projects in
WP 3. These consist of: (i) a survey of how well
different standards of democratic performance
are met by different EU institutions; (ii) a study
of different modes of inter-parliamentary coop-
eration between national parliaments and the
European Parliament, and; (iii) studies of how
institutions and politics of representation on EU
matters are developing in 2004 accession states
(the Czech Republic and Latvia).

The Political Economy of the European Union
One new partner will be asked to develop the
‘second pillar’ of WP 7; the elucidation of the re-

lationship between social insurance mechanisms
and democratic government. This should be done
by means of: (i) spelling out the role played by
social insurance mechanisms in forging a social
identity, or we-feeling, which contributes to the
actual and normative legitimacy of social insti-
tutions; (i) empirical analysis and theoretical
reconstruction of the constitutional discipline of
socio-economic regulation and insurance mecha-
nisms already existing at the EU level; and (iii)
testing the coherence of the existing resource ba-
sis of the Union and its positive social-economic
policies, on the one hand, and the socio-economic
objectives required to reconstitute democracy at
all levels of government on the other.

Research proposals should be conceptually inno-
vative and methodologically rigorous, and should
indicate how they address the RECON models.
Please note that proposals can only be submitted
through the European Commission’s electronic
submission system (EPSS) from the call launch
in November.
